Our prayer is that this 
space becomes a place where you can come to find peace & hope in the midst 
of these everchanging days. 
We hope you will consider joining us for Lenten services as well as the service 
of healing. We also will offer a recording of the services online for those who 
are not able to join us on Sunday mornings or Wednesday nights in person. 
However you choose to join us this Lenten season, we hope that it will be a 
season of hope & healing for you. A season of cultivating what is helpful for 
you & letting go of that which is not. As we go through Lent, please know you 
remain in my prayers.
